Community Disaster Education Presenter:

Like sharing important information with others? As part of the Community Disaster Education team, presenters will visit area schools and deliver presentations highlighting home preparedness measures (i.e. make an escape plan) and disaster-related skills (i.e. stop, drop and roll). Time requirement: 2 hours/ month.

Disaster Public Affairs Officer:
When the Red Cross of Alaska responds to disaster, we need to let people know. Collect and disseminate information regarding local disaster relief responses to appropriate media outlets. Responsibilities include: writing news summaries, doing live and taped interviews, and taking photographs. Independent transportation is a must. Volunteer must be very knowledgeable of the programs and services provided by the American Red Cross of Alaska. Disaster Public Affairs training provided. Time requirement: on call for all disasters, 4-10 hours/ month. Must also attend 4 yearly Disaster Action Team meetings.

Creative Writer:

Red Cross volunteers who leave a warm bed to help someone who lost everything in a house fire, a woman who sent a Red Cross message informing her husband stationed overseas of the birth of their first child: the American Red Cross of Alaska touches the lives of thousands of people each year. Help us give these people a voice and inform the community of our vital programs and services by writing articles to be published in our newsletters, website, and local newspapers. Time requirement: 2-4 hours/ month.

Development Assistant:

Provide American Red Cross fundraising assistance while learning basic fundraising skills. Computer data entry, stuff envelopes for acknowledgements and special campaigns. Also provide very basic administrative duties if required. Make copies, send mail, make or receive phone calls. Good for all ages. Time requirement: 1 day/ week.

Measles Initiative Volunteer:

Want to make a global impression? Design and implement creative ways to spread the Red Cross Measles Initiative message to youth and adult community members. Volunteer with current measles projects such as “life” card sales and school presentations. Time requirement: 4-6 hours/ week during holidays, 1-2 hours/ week in the off season.
Youth Advisory Committee Member:

The American Red Cross of Alaska is looking to develop opportunities to include young adults with varying interests and backgrounds. We are looking for excited and involved teens to help us brainstorm the scope and direction of this new youth leadership board. Create service projects, involve area schools, and meet other youth interested in service. Creative thinkers encouraged! Time requirement: 5 hours a month, can vary depending on projects.
