	Contact the local chapter for donation receipts and any other helpful brochures/flyers to distribute. 


	3. Raise Awareness – Flyer distribution

	 Create flyers or quarter sheets to distribute to homes in the designated neighborhood that you/your team will be “trick-or-treating for disaster relief.”  You can leave in their mailboxes, doorstep, wherever visible.  Indicate that you/your team will be trick-or-treating for disaster relief and that instead of candy you hope that they can make a financial contribution to the American Red Cross Disaster Relief Fund.  (see attached flyer example)  You can even place an announcement in your local paper.


	4. Trick or Treat!

	On Halloween, you/your team should be decked out in Red Cross gear and apparel. Decorate your trick-or-treat bags Red Cross style!  Go door to door saying “Trick or Treat for Disaster Relief” and explain to people that you are fundraising for the Red Cross instead of collecting candy.  Make sure to give people their donation receipt if they donate.  If people cannot donate at the time, that’s okay, they can donate online or at your local chapter – make sure to provide them with this information!  Make sure to thank them!
